For the millions who
have heard Hope tell his
jokes on bases and battle:
fields since 19 t l , he has
written a remembrance,
"The Last C h r i s l m a s
Show."

PREDICTABLY gag-
laden, the book provides a
nostalgic view in words,
and pictures of the come-
d i a n ' s t r a v e l s through
three wars and the inter-
vals between.

H began in 1941 when
his r a d i o producer sug-
gested taking the show to
the Army Air Corps base
al March Field. "What
for? Why don't you bring
them here?" Hope asked.
II was explained that 1,000
or. 2,000 airmen couldn't
fit into the NBC studio.
Hope agreed to t ravel , in-
trigued by the prospect of
a "captive audience ...
w i t h m i l i t a r y pol ice
guarding the gates so they
can't get oili."

Through all his trvcls,
Hope c a m e through un-
scratched, but he has. had
his share..of "hairy, anx- -
ious moments.",'He lists a '•
few:

"ON OUR FIRST, trip,
when the weather got so
thick that they ordered us
into Mae West jackets and
parachutes, and the only
thing thai gol us down
was or\o a n t i a i r c r a f t
searchlight that managed
to pierce the storm.

"The time we had to.
: crash-land in a N a v y

flying boal between Bris-
. bane and Sydney, Austra-
lia. Tho time in 1953 they
put the wrong kind of fuel
in our plane in Moron,
Spain, and it wasn't dis-
covered u n t i l the l a s t
minute.

Afterward, the come-
d i a n . w r i t e s , Chevalier,
told him, "1 will'; "never
forget what you have done
for me in the ball park in
Nice." Hope adds: "And
he kissed me — on both
Cheeks. Nothing freaky."
. ' .Hope ' s Christmas rou-
tine began in 1948, when
Stuart . Symington, then
sec re ta ry of the Air
Force, called him to ask
for a tour of air bases to
spread holiday cheer: One
of the stops, was-Berlin,
which the Air Force was
supp ly ing dur ing the
blockade.
