He was un-
fortupate in reaching Washington during
the short session, ani at a time when there
is always an immense pressure of business,
He believes that he bas so srranged affairs
that there will be no trouble in securivg
the appropriation, $75,000, with the com-
mencement of the next session, in December.
With the Mullan Road opencd, the farmers
- of this Valley will be able to load up at
their ownjdoors their surplus, prodocts and
drivo throu Montana, where for several
years lhey‘t expect to find their best
markets. It is greatly to be regretted that
Congress could notedrop the ‘“‘negro” for a
few moments, and attend to a question in
whieh the people of the Pacific slope are so
greatly interested. But what is past cans
not be remedied, and we can only hope that
the fature will show an improvement Afier
being all over the ground and a full survey |
of the country, Mr. Ritz is still confident
that Montana must draw her supplies from
the Pacific slope. He says that goods can |
be transported from New York to Virginia
City or Helena, via the Columbia river,
cheaper than the same articles can be laid
down by way of St. Louis and the Missouri
Freight from New York to St. Louis costs
$70 per ton, while the same goods can be
put down in Portland for about §23. From

8t. Lounis to Helena, by river and wagon
road, is near 2,000 mi'es travel; from Port-
land to Helena, by river and wagon road, |
in about 740 m'les. With so appropriation
of 875,000, he thinks every part of the road

from Walla Walla to Helena can be put in
excelient condition for beavy teaming, and |
that then, goods can be transported through, |
by way of the Columbia river, at less cost

than from St. Louis. This is a question in

which our people are vitally interested, and

these views coming from a practical man, |
like Mr. Ritz, are entitled to caretul con- |
sideration. Qur opinion is, that the people |
of this Valley, from their own resoorces, |
might well have afforded to open the Mullan

Road, and had this been done, we should |
have been spared the complaint of “dull

times." Congress may yet come to our res |
lief, and if so, our future prosperity 1s as- |
surcd.

B. N. Co. baving
takeno a_synoptical view of the surroundiog €les
ments, came to the conclnsion that seventeen
dollars snd fifty cents for freight from Wallula
to Dalles was ratber lo steep,and dropped it to
ten dollars. All right; so far—so good. Thben,
on the other hand, Lewiston, altbough being &
long way off, and a hard road to teavel, still it
seemed to be destined to be the only place left
to the Company, that was likely to give their
bouts above the Dalles any thiug to do duriog
the coming summer, seveniy-five dollars per
ton, measurement, looked a little too steep, now
that there was no flour beiog shipped up. A ton
of goods, measurement, would net average
1200 bs, so they dropped the figure to sixty
dollars per ton. The Company would have liked
to lower their charges on freight, in the same
ratio, to Wallala, bat they foresaw that they
would only endaoger their carryiog trade to
Lewiston, for the merchants of that place would
then ship their goods to Wallula by boat, and
from theoce it would go by teams, at iwo cents
per pound.

Letter from Boise City.
Boiss Citv, 1. T., May 10, 1887.
Epitor Statesman:—Aflter a wearisome jour-
ney of fourteen days [ arrived at last ai the
above named city. The roads, especially throngh
the Blue Mountains, | found in a borrible con-
dition, which, however, could oot ba overcome
by buman exertions, for spring will melt the
sunw in tbe moantaing, swell the streams io the

valleys to an overflow, and heoce bad roads.
Sommerville, the first'town after leaving Walls

Walla, consists of about 12 houses; the people
complein of dall times. Union Town is livelier.
Lioise Ciiy bas greatly improved; two beauntiful
thurches, and wany other fine public baildings
aod improvements mark the steady advance of
the city. At first eight, the traveller is agree.
ably surprised, yet bosiness men of all classes
complain of dull times; mooey, no doubt, is
scarce in Boise City. Every thing is very high
here, especially provisions. The Lemhi excite-
ment is beyond description, everybody is bound
for Lembi; all the talk, argumeats, and inqui-
ries are anoul Lembi. Numbers of emigrants
and travellers concentrate here, as the Indians
on the route thither are reported to be very
dangerous. The bridge across Boise river has
been carried off by bhigh water, but différent
Ferries are ready for servies. This is the second
time the Boise Bridge has fell a prey to high
water. Nelson Teeter, who was charged with
stesling government animals, was acquitied by
the Jury. Horses are very high, & common one-
eyed ecayuse commends $50. Besl cattle are
also in demand, but there are sufficient droves
on the road to make & change in that quarter.
Gold dusiregulations are strictly enforced - Le-
gnl tenders are now al 75 cents.  Enterprisiog
individuals bere, are strongly inclined to estab-
lish n line of stages between Beoise and Lembi,
¥ connect with the stages below. The Camas
Prairie road is not passable, and all the travel
is forced 1o use the Mullan road.

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Home Again.
Warta Warra, May 17th. 1867,
Eprror Sratesmas :—It is with feclings
of the greatest pleasure and repose that I
look arvund upon our plessant little valley
again, after having traveled some 13,000
miles by land and sea, and through almost
every clime. [ have paid a visit to the sa-
cred spot where I drew my first infant
breath—to the house in which 1 was born

—and have rambled over the mesdows and
fields where I alternately toiled and frolicked
away my early days. The bouse still stands,
but its former inmates are gone—all yone.
The brothers and sisters are scattered
ubroad, a beloved parent, a brother and two
sisters sleep in the dust. The old barn is
still there, and the noble walpat aud chest
nut in whose shade 1 have so often reposed,
still extend their wide branches over the
surrounding earth; but the “Joved ones”
were not there; and, Oh, how lupely and
melancholy was this once happy lowe.
"Twas too much; I left with a heavy heart.
I visited tha old graveyard on _“the hill;"
and koelt by the crave ol my ancestors, The

graves. [ wandered among the tombs of
departed friends—the companions and school-
fellows of my youth, and read with mourns
ful interest from the cold stone, tke simple
but affecting record of their early doom.
Eightcen years have rolled away since 1
last visited that “old grave yard,” and how
startling the changes that had taken place;
what a lesson does such a scene inculeatel
There were tombstones almost gray with age,
on which I could read, “Departed this life
A.D. 1732, 1747, 1753," and so op, and
nawes that were in some instances entirely
forgotten, the generauon had entirely pass-
ed away. Such a lesson of wisdom and re-
flection is never enjoyed in a country as new
as ours.
